If you take a trip to the Sacramento, California area, you will find not just
wonderful wine, but also a thriving craft beer scene. Mike and | were there to
visit our daughter, Heather and her boyfriend, Mike Zuro, whom many of you
know. We were treated to some great local wine, cider, and hard kombucha
while we were there, too.

Probably my favorite brewery from my visit il
was Heather and Mike’s local watering
hole, LogOff Brewing. The vibe there is
very neighborhood pub with some regulars
showing up every evening. There is plenty

of indoor and outdoor seating where you
can watch the hummingbirds visit the many feeders. Inside, you find friendly
staff, some pinball and board games, and many patrons with pooches in tow.

The beers there were all quite good
to excellent, with a strong variety. |
visited in June and had the
following (just to name a few):
